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 General Information:  
  

On March 29, 2017, Russia notified to the WTO via G/SPS/N/RUS/139 that “The Common List of Plant 

Quarantine Objects of the Eurasian Economic Union" was approved on November 30, 2016 and it will 

come into force July 1, 2017 – in Russian.   

 

The List contains 182 quarantine objects (pests) and replaces the national lists of quarantine objects 

(pests) of the individual Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) member states. Please see our report GAIN 

RS1666 for more information.  As a draft, the decision was never notified to the WTO. 

 

On April 3, 2017 the Russian Federation notified the WTO via G/SPS/N/RUS/140 on draft amendments 

to “The Common List of Plant Quarantine Objects of the Eurasian Economic Union” – in Russian. 

 

The draft amendments put additional quarantine objects (pests) into the Common List from the National 

Lists of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Kazakhstan.  The document also lists the pests in 

alphabetical order. 

 

The WTO notification G/SPS/N/RUS/140 includes an additional document: the “Draft of the Eurasian 

Economic Commission Council Decision on Amendments to the Common quarantine phytosanitary 

requirements within the territory of the Eurasian Economic Union”, which will be summarized in a 

separate GAIN report. 

 

The comment period for the amendments ends June 2, 2017.  For potential inclusion in the U.S. official 

position, interested parties are encouraged to send their comments and concerns to the USDA enquiry 

point (us.spsenquirypoint@fas.usda.gov) by May 18, 2017.
